FROM THE MODERATOR

Church Website

The Communications Committee and other interested and knowledgeable persons are working on an
update of the church website. The web page will be more user friendly and able to display more
information. So, look for improvements in the near future.

Keeping a website updated is an issue for this or any website. BCC does not have the resources to
employ a webmaster so we all have to work together to ensure that our website is current. This is
important; few things make an organization look worse than a website which is not maintained.

We have developed the following process for posting data on the website. Our Office Administrator,
Drea Pecor, will continue to post the monthly church calendar and The Open Door. She will post
“upcoming events” when information about them (text only) is given to her by Boards/Committees
or individuals. Drea also will update the website when she sends out The Open Door at the end of the
month and again on or about the 15" of each month. So plan ahead. Let her know well in advance
about upcoming events. Drea handles so much of our church business that we cannot expect her to
drop everything and post items on the website on short notice. This should not be difficult; most
church events are planned weeks, if not months, in advance. If you wish to update material about
your Board/Committee or post pictures or video, contact a member of the Communications
Committee and they can arrange to do it.

This is not the final word on this topic. Work is ongoing and protocols may change but please try to
work within these parameters for the time being.



Fee Schedule for Use of Facilities

At the Church Council meeting in May the Board of Trustees presented a new fee schedule for use of
Church facilities. This schedule applies to all uses of the site except those which are sponsored
directly by the Church. So, if you want to use the church or the Parish House for a personal event or
one sponsored by an organization to which you belong, you must receive permission from the
Trustees and pay a facilities fee. The Trustees are developing a packet of information to give anyone
who inquires and it will be available in the church office. Bear in mind, please, that permission is
granted only by the Trustees; the Pastor or Church Administrator does not have authority to do so.

If you missed the Annual Meeting on June 14, you missed both the opportunity to participate in the
management of the church and the opportunity to eat strawberry shortcake. Thanks to Bonnie, Anita
Eddy, Barbara Gasparik, Shannan Myers and others for providing the desserts. New officers and
boards/committees were elected and reports “received.”

This summer, the Music Committee bids a very fond farewell to one of its most committed and
hardworking members. I share you with the words of Joan Austin who attests to the numerous
contributions Barbara has made to our music program here at BCC. When you see her, please be sure
to thank Barbara for all her committee work these past 6 years. Her efforts have been exceptional!

Barbara was elected to the Music Committee in June of 2004 and served two full terms. This was the beginning
of a very active period in the music program and Barbara was an active participant in every aspect of our work.

In 2004-2005 she participated in the lengthy process of hiring a new Music Director which resulted in the
employment of Fimi.

The Music Committee, after consultation with appropriate persons, developed guidelines for use of the Heim
Fund and the Heim concerts were revived after a lapse of some time.

The next year we started the lengthy process of studying various hymnals and eventually the congregation
voted to adopt the Chalice Hymnal to replace the old Pilgrim Hymnals.

The Committee worked to develop a Policy and Procedures Book.

In 2008 - 2009, Barbara and | undertook the mammoth task of inventorying and cataloguing the extensive
music library which had been randomly stored in boxes and file cabinets in various areas.

In 2009 - 2010, Barbara worked on an equally large job, that of sorting through one hundred plus years of
church archives, which, again were randomly distributed in various locations. This job, not yet finished should
be completed this fall. Barbara's training as a librarian and archivist was invaluable in both the music library
and the archive work.

Throughout her service on the Music Committee, Barbara's keen intelligence, deep knowledge and love of music
have been an asset to the Committee. She believes that music is an important part of church life and always
aspires to hold us to high standards in this area.

Barbara is a great worker, from setting policy to baking cookies for Heim concert receptions; she has done it all
and done it extraordinarily well. The Music Committee will miss her.
